The owner of the anonymous ‘Naej Collection’ announces the
publication of a trilingual catalogue featuring three hundred and
twenty-three masterpieces of Japanese bamboo art. Although
the entire history of the genre is covered, the Naej Collection is
especially strong in works by leading artists from the formative
period 18501950, when Japanese basketry was established as an
independent medium, the great craft dynasties were founded,
and first Osaka and then Tokyo emerged as major centres of cre-

didddiddddundaa. catalogue breaks new ground by providing full details and photo-
graphs both of the signatures and of the storage-box inscriptions,
which include much precious documentary information. The
catalogue is thus not merely the visual record of a great collection
but the essential reference work for a developing field of study
and connoisseurship.
